The change of scientific paradigms and the evolution of
philosophy is accompanied by the waning interest of numerous
researchers in the problem of rational knowledge and rationality
in general.

The sources of formation of the classical concept of rational-
ity date back to antiquity. Under the influence of rationalism, a
rationalistic culture of mankind has emerged, which opposes the
irrational one. The term «rationality» since its inception has been
associated with the principles and properties of the mind, defined
mainly as the property of thinking, activity, act, logically grounded
and systematic knowledge, a certain phenomenon, which underlies
the law and order.

For science, rationality is the characteristic that determined
the conversion to the mind as the basis, with its reasoning, validity,
and provability. The problem of scientific rationality, with its clas-
sification of species and norms, becomes a broad philosophical and
methodological problem of modern science.

However, the rapid development of science and the expansion of
the boundaries of humanitarian knowledge, provoked a revision of
the principles and boundaries of scientific rationality and its limits.
That is why, in the modern development of science, it is appropriate
to talk about post-non-classical rationality, as such, which allows to
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create new cognitive systems, as well as to combine rational and ir-
rational means of knowing the truth, while not denying the principle
of complementarity of types of rationality.

An objective understanding of reality, as well as an understand-
ing of the concept of «rationaly, is possible only in the ratio of equal
in meaning of the categories of rational and irrational. After all, in
worldview and methodological values, it is incorrect to dilute the ra-
tional and the irrational in different planes. The conscious negation
of the rational without irrational layers of being leads to the emer-
gence of erroneous explanations of being and consciousness and the

formation of misperceptions about the world and place of man in it.
